Rules & Regulations

These rules are a guideline to help team captains avoid or resolve any problems that might occur during league play. Good Sportsmanship and Common Sense are to be used at all times, especially if confronted with a problem that isn’t explicitly covered in these rules. Remember, we are here to have fun and enjoy ourselves! 
1.
Players must be 21 years old due to Pennsylvania LCB Law.

2.
Team Rosters have 4 to 8 players. It is the Captains responsibility to field 4 players every match. The remaining players and guests are welcome to attend the match to cheer their team. 

3.
Team Captains should be the most organized, available, and communicative person on the team. 

They are responsible for all communications between their Team, the League Representatives and the opposing Team Captains. Such As:
a.
Submitting a completed team roster on time by e mail, postal mail or at the Players Meeting. NOTE: Before the players meeting is preferred.
b.
Fielding 4 players for their team every match
c.
Collection of due and credit money

d.
Bringing their League Folder to every match

e.
Checking their e mail and the web site for updated information on the BDDL
f.
Keeping their team informed of schedule changes, tournaments, banquets etc.

g.
Settling player disputes
h.    Dispersing Award/Win Money to their team at the end of the season

i.
Captains need not be the best player on the team, as all team members can “coach” each other. NOTE: Guests are not permitted to coach players during a match.

4.
Substitutes can be used as needed to field your team.

      a.
The substitute must have an average similar to the player you are replacing. 
             NOTE: As close as possible, but please stay within 0.3 mpr and 3.0 ppd
      b.
You must contact a League Representative to inform us of the player change and to               

             receive handicap scores for the Substitute player. If the player does not have previous  

             stats with BDDL or current stats from another reputable league, they will use default averages.    

            

1. Division 1 - male default averages are 25.0ppd and 2.5mpr.


    Division 1 - female default averages are 20.0ppd and 2.0mpr. 
             
2. All other Divisions - male default averages are 20.0ppd and 2.0mpr.


    All other Divisions - female default averages are 15.0ppd and 1.5mpr. 

      c.
Substitutions are not permitted in the middle of a match. The 4 players that start a match,  

             must finish the match. NOTE: In emergencies, call a League Representative for options.
      5.
League Format is generally discussed and voted upon at the Players Meeting. We currently play  

       Monday Combo, Tuesday Cricket, Wednesday Mixed Doubles, Open Doubles and Thursday Ladies Combo. 15 games are played in each match. Current Regulations are as follows:
a.
Game Time is 7:30pm with a ½ grace period in case of emergencies. Please be on time.    

b.
Darts are to be no heavier than 18 grams and 8 inches in length - NDA Regulations.

c.
Foul Lines are to be 8 feet from the Bulls Eye. Players stand on or behind the foul line.
d.
Dart Board scoring is always correct. The player accepts this. If the dart board is malfunctioning, please call a League Representative for repairs. 

e.  Manually Scoring a thrown dart is only permitted when it is sticking in the board, but did not register a thrown dart. If the board gives you a different score than what you threw, you must accept the board is right and give us a call so we can determine if there is a machine malfunction. You cannot change a darts registered score.  
g.  Back Up Button is to be used to correct players or darts thrown out of turn, not to improve upon darts already thrown. 


6.   Freeze Rule applies to all X01 games – Before a player throws his winning dart, he/she must evaluate 


their partners current points and compare to the opposing teams combined current points. 


       a.   If their partners points are greater than the opposing teams combined points, they are frozen. 



They can take their score down to 2 (1 if it’s an OI/OO league) but they cannot win the game. If 



A player accidentally throws the winning dart while frozen, the opponents win the game.


       b.
If their partners current points are tied or lower than the opposing teams combined points, they 



are free to attempt to throw the winning dart. 

7. Divisions are usually 5 or 6 teams and are grouped based on the teams combined averages and previous seasons divisional results. 


8.
Handicaps and Starting Averages. Each player will start week #1 thru week #3 with the averages that they ended with the previous season. The averages will then accumulate until the last week of the season giving you your final average and starting average for the following season. NOTE: New players will start at the default handicap listed under Rule #4. If they shoot significant higher or lower than the default, we will adjust them accordingly each week.
9.
Bar Owners have the right to “bar” any player that is a problem in their location. If one of your  

       team players is “barred” from a location that you will be playing at, you must replace that player  

       with a substitute for that match. Also, please respect the Bar Owners wishes as to dress code   

       and language etc. NOTE: Bar Owners may NOT charge a cover fee to any dart player to enter their  

       location to play a dart match.
    10.
Schedules and Team Standings are posted and updated online and on the BDDL dart boards weekly.  You will play every team in your division at least once, usually twice in a season. Team standings are determined by number of wins in each match.1 point for every win. 

    11.
Postponements and Make Up Matches will in evidently occur. Postponed matches are expected to play as soon as possible. NOTE: If not played, at least scheduled ASAP.
a.
Captains must inform a League Representative, as soon as possible, if they are missing a player or 2 and need help finding suitable replacements. 

b.
If substitutes cannot be found or the team is missing 3 or more players, then the match will be postponed. 
c.
When time allows, we will place 2 “Make Up Match” weeks within our schedule to accommodate postponements. 

     12.  Forfeits will be determined by the League Director and only in such cases that no other viable 

     alternative exists.


      a.
Both teams are still responsible for league dues.
b.
The forfeiting team losses all 15 games while the opposing team receives a 10- 5 win.
c.
Any team that drops out during the league season, forfeits all dues paid, awards won and banquet privileges.

13.
Playoffs are held at the end of the fall and winter leagues. Every team makes the 1st round of playoffs unless you are in a 7/8 team division. In that case only the top 4 teams qualify. The playoff format will be a combination of the games played during the regular season. We don’t usually have playoffs in the summer due to timing. 
a.
6 team qualifiers: 


1. Round 1 - 1st vs. 4th, 2nd vs. 5th, 3rd vs. 6th  at the highest seeded teams home bar.


2. Semi Finals – Highest seeded team has the bye. The remaining 2 teams play 



    at the highest seeded teams home bar.



3. Championship Match – Played by the 2 remaining teams at the highest 



    seeded teams home bar.

b.
5 team qualifiers: 



1. Wild Card Playoff – 4th vs. 5th at 4th Places home bar



2. Semi Finals – 1st vs. Wild Card Winner at 1st Places home bar



    2nd vs. 3rd at 2nd Places home bar



3. Championship Match – Played by the remaining 2 winners at the highest 



    seeded teams home bar

c.
4 team qualifiers: 



1. Semi Finals - 1st vs. 4th at the 1st Places home bar, 2nd vs. 3rd at the 2nd Places home bar



2. Championship Match - Played by the remaining 2 winners at the highest seeded teams 


    home bar

d. Substitutes for Playoff Matches:


1. Substitutes need to be of similar average to the player they are replacing.


    NOTE: Rule #4


2. Substitutes need to have played at least once during the regular season so that we 


    have a current average. 

3. An illegal substitution may be permitted, if both Team Captains and a League Rep.   

           agree for the sake of saving the match. We’re here to play, not to not play! 
           NOTE: This should happen RARELY, if at all. 
     14.  League Fees 
a.
The Team Sponsor Fee is the locations responsibility and is currently $35 a season.

All money goes directly back into the leagues and is used for pay outs and banquets.

b.
League Dues are $24 per team per match, Plus credits. 100% of this money is paid back to the leagues at the end of each season.

c.
Credits are currently at $8 per team per match. 1 credit (.25 cents) per player per game.


15.
Award Money is paid out at the end of each season. All teams are guaranteed at least $1 per team win.    Cash Awards for 1st thru 3rd places and Playoffs (when applicable) 



      a.
6 team divisions with 10 weeks of League Play and Playoffs





1st Place $300

2nd Place $200

3rd Place $100

$120 Playoff Champions

$  80 for Runners Up



      b.
5 team divisions with 10 weeks of League (2 byes) and Playoffs

1st Place $275
2nd Place $175

3rd Place $75

$120 for Playoff Champions

$  40 for Runners Up

c. 4 team divisions are possible but unlikely and have not yet had a standard payout procedure. We have been trying different scheduling techniques and haven’t yet determined which is best.
d.
Team MVP’s are determined by number of wins. 1 point for every win and 1 point for every assist. MVP’s will receive $10 each.
e.
League MVP’s (Top Male and Top Female) are determined by highest average and must have played at least 70% of the games played. League MVP’s will receive $20 each. 
      16.
Plaques and Trophies are awarded to 1st thru 3rd Places and Playoff Champions. Individual Plaques for  

                          1st Place Teams.

17.
Summer Leagues are purely money leagues. No plaques or no trophies. Due to lack of time, the summer leagues usually do not have playoffs. All dues and sponsor fees are payed back to all the participating teams at the end of the season. This past summer season we added team and league MVP payouts.

18.  Unsportsmanlike Conduct will not be tolerated from any BDDL player at any BDDL function


      a.
No foul or abusive language



      b.
No equipment abuse





1. Don’t kick, hit, or punch the dart board





2. Don’t smack the player change button





3. Don’t throw your darts at the wall or on the floor



       


a.   1st Offense by a player = a warning.



       


b.   2nd Offense will result in loss of wins that that player was involved in during 






that match.
c. 3rd Offense will result in the player’s suspension from the league.
c.  Harassment, horseplay, or antagonism from players or spectators will not be tolerated.  

NOTE: Give the dart player on the foul line the respect that you want when shooting.
d. Physical Violence will result in suspension from the BDDL. The player(s) will forfeit all Wins,       

Awards and Banquet privileges. NOTE: Length of suspension will be determined by the Dart League Director and the Owners of the BDDL.

19. Protest Rule:  it is up to the team captains to work out the conflicts and resolve the protest.  If they cannot, 


   the following must occur:


a. Protesting team must notify the opposing team the moment the protesting situation occurs.

b. Inform the League Director, by email or phone call, of the situation and the reason for the protest.

c. League Directors decision could result in the match being replayed if the protest has validity.

  20.  Rule Changes: The BDDL has the right to amend any of its rules at any time during the league season.  If 

         there is an amendment to the rules, captains will be notified.
Thank you for taking the time to read these rules.  Although, I hope you do not have to refer to them very often.  Dart Night is a time to relax and have fun doing what we all love best ………shooting darts.  I hope everyone has a great season.
